with their tongues they have used deceit; (Ps.10:7,  50:19, 109:2)
the poison of asps is under their lips: (Job 20:16, Ps.140:3, Ps. 58:4) Adder is defined in the 
margin –Or, asp. Cockatrice Is. 11:8, 
14 Whose mouth is full of cursing and bitterness: (Ps.10:7)
