As I
write this News & Prayer
Letter winter (snow) has arrived
here in the north east of Scotland.
The Lord has blessed us greatly
these past two months. Thank
you so much for your prayers and
financial support.

James 5:16. Since our last letter
we’ve had several visitors. Some
are previous visitors who pop in
from time to time. Some are
visiting the area and just passing
through. One returning visitor,
Peter, who is saved and from the
west coast of Scotland, visits us
when he visits his dad in a village
several miles away. He was a
blessing this visit as he thanked
me for opening his eyes to the
King James Bible being the
Word of God. In our weekly
church bulletin I write an   article
on “Why We Don’t Use The
N.I.V. Translation”.  Each
week I show the errors in the
N.I.V. (Omissions that attack
question the deity of Christ, the
blood atonement as well as
contradiction.)  I’ve done this for
years.  Peter told me on his last
visit he had taken a church
bulletin home and read the article
I had written. He told me he was
using an N.I.V. at the time but
came to realise after reading my
article and doing further research,
that the N.I.V. was a corrupt
translation. He told me he has
switched to the King James Bible
and  he is very thankful for my
telling and showing the errors in
modern translations. Another
