4 For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered them into 
chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment;  5 And spared not the old world, but saved Noah 
the eighth person, a preacher of righteousness, bringing in the flood upon the world of the 
ungodly;  6 And turning the cities of Sodom and Gomorrha into ashes condemned them with an 
overthrow, making them an ensample unto those that after should live ungodly;  7 And delivered 
just Lot, vexed with the filthy conversation of the wicked:  8 (For that righteous man dwelling 
among them, in seeing and hearing, vexed his righteous soul from day to day with their unlawful 
deeds;)  9 The Lord knoweth how to deliver the godly out of temptations, and to reserve the unjust 
unto the day of judgment to be punished:  2 Peter 2:4-9

2 Peter Lesson 6 Chapter 2:4-9
Verse 4
For if God spared not the angels that sinned, (Jude 6) but cast them down to hell, and delivered 
them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment;  
• Revelation 20:2 And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan, 

and bound him a thousand years, 3 And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and 
set a seal upon him, that he should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand years should be 
fulfilled: and after that he must be loosed a little season. 10 And the devil that deceived them was 
cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be 
tormented day and night for ever and ever. 

2 Peter Lesson 6 Chapter 2:4-9
Verse 5 
And spared not the old world, (Jude 14)
but saved Noah the eighth person, (1 Pe 3:20)
a preacher of righteousness, (Gen 6:8, 7:5, Heb 11:7)
bringing in the flood upon the world of the ungodly;  

2 Peter Lesson 6 Chapter 2:4-9
Verse 6 
And turning the cities of Sodom and Gomorrha into ashes condemned them with an overthrow, 
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(Jude 7)
making them an ensample unto those that after should live ungodly; 
• 7 Even as Sodom and Gomorrha, and the cities about them in like manner, giving themselves over 

to fornication, and going after strange flesh, are set forth for an example, suffering the vengeance 
of eternal fire.

Note: the first occurrence is an ensample, the next occurrence is an example . 
An event is an ensample first, then an example as seen in Jude 7.
Paul shows the difference between the two in 1 Corinthians 10:13 & 6.

Verse 7 
And delivered just Lot, (Gen 19:16)
• Genesis 19:16 And while he lingered, the men laid hold upon his hand, and upon the hand of his 

wife, and upon the hand of his two daughters; the LORD being merciful unto him: and they 
brought him forth, and set him without the city. 

vexed with the filthy conversation of the wicked: (Jg 16:16)
• Judges 16:16 And it came to pass, when she pressed him daily with her words, and urged him, so 

that his soul was vexed unto death;

Verse 8 
(For that righteous man dwelling among them, 
in seeing and hearing, 
vexed his righteous soul from day to day with their unlawful deeds;)
• Psalm 119:53 Horror hath taken hold upon me because of the wicked that forsake thy law.
• Psalm 119:136 Rivers of waters run down mine eyes, because they keep not thy law. 
• Psalm 119:158 I beheld the transgressors, and was grieved; because they kept not thy word.

Verse 9 
The Lord knoweth how to deliver the godly out of temptations, (Ps 4:3, 34:17, 19)
and to reserve the unjust unto the day of judgment to be punished: (Jude 13)
